Welcome to the fourth annual Tricadecathlonomania! We are glad you chose to partake in this event.

The list consists of 288 items categorized as find its, do its, know its, and make its. 
        
(NOTE: The find its are worth face value only if they are given to the judges to keep. They are worth 1/2 points if only shown to judges, and 1/4 points if merely in picture or video form) 
       
 288 items over 24 hours means that in order to get all of the items, your team would have to find one item every five minutes for the entire day. For this reason, I encourage that you sleep in shifts, if at all. 
Items will range in points according to their difficulty or embarrassment value. In the past, teams wind up with a few thousand points, with each item averaging around 40. Some items allow bonuses for extra effort, and the points are increased accordingly. 

CHECKINS: For each checkin your team attends, you will be awarded a 100 point bonus! These are for turning in items and simplifying the judging process. ALL TAPES MUST BE TURNED IN AT THE 8PM CHECKIN – NO EXCEPTIONS! Here is a list each checkin’s time and bonus:
8AM – Erect a Statue (build a statue to your judges/the trica in general)
12PM – Shopping list (Bring 1 tire, 1 flower, 1 hard boiled egg, and 1 polka dotted shirt)
4PM – Licking Game
8PM (TAPES DUE) – Low card (Point Gambling)
12AM – No bonus items here
BONUSES: If two or more items are cleverly combined, there is the possibility of an added bonus, that being 1.5 times the combined values of each individual item. Also, nudity can be included in ONE ITEM to double its point value. If more than one item is done in the nude, only the highest point item will be doubled. Check the WEB PAGE frequently throughout the day, as bonus items will sporadically appear! Also there will be a live scoreboard of all teams points!
RULES: There are none! Cheating and bribing are encouraged. Judges will accept some forms of bribery, and punish you for others (in other words, find creative bribes such as services and food). In addition to that, The more that you sabotage your opponents, the better off you'll be. If you can show the judges how you screwed your peers, and it's really good, we may just award you some bonus points. Also, if you piss us off, we may deduct points. This is our judgment, after all.
Importantly though, this is just a game. Please don't hurt anyone, damage any property, or emotionally scar anyone. And, please, respect the law whenever possible. The only way this competition will continue in future years is if it doesn’t get a bad rap! And for God's sake, make sure nobody dies (Or lights themselves on fire).
