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The following list of 288 items is separated into four categories, noted by their brackets. Items that are marked with a - are do its, . are find its, : are make its, and ) are know its. Items are worth points listed at the end of the item in brackets if completed in full form to the judge’s approval. Find it’s are to be presented in person at a check-in to receive full points, or in photograph/video form for ½ points. The footage should be yours, not from another source.

This year is a theme year, and that theme is MYSTERY! That means that if you complete 6 of the theme items, you’ll get a 50 point bonus. For 9 completd theme items, you get another 100 point bonus. If you can do all 12 themed itemd, you get another whopping 200 points. One little problem though… You’ll have to go online and use the answers from other items to uncover the mystery of the missing items. 

You’ll be able to find some coded dossiers on the Trica webpage at trica.clockworkdistractions.com. http://forum.clockworkdistractions.com will be a good place to look for info (some items even require it).

Items that are combined in a genuinely creative way are worth 1.5x points. Also, some items are marked with a bonus modifier called Infinity. These items are worth the standard value if performed once, as written. If, however, the item is completed in every possible instance, the bonus points are given. Make sure that someone who is completing one of these items is doing it in every video they are in, as well as every check-in and any other time judges would see them.

Teams will write/type up their answers for the know-its on a sheet of paper and turn them in at each check-in to be scored afterwards, to save time and eliminate cheating in that regard (other’s listening in) be sure to write your team name ant the item numbers legibly. Similarly, Video items should be “slated” with a marker to identify what item it is you’re doing. Teams who include a written log of each item on their tape, in preformed order, will get a 100 point bonus.

Attending check-ins nets you an automatic 100 points, so bring what items you have to each one. Please have the items numbered for efficient judging. At these, extra items will be given for mega-bonus points. 
At the final check-in, turn in your tape AND CAMERA. Also include the battery and power cords to make sure we can watch the videos. Lastly, Tape your team name to the camera so we can easily get them back to you. The Video should have your team name, a real name, address, and email address. Judges will score these tapes between overnight, and results will be in by morning!

The Judges giveth, and the Judges may taketh away, so treat them well. If you do an item with particular prestige or take it to another level, you may get extra points, but if you whine, moan, or in any way piss them off, you may be deducted points.


Rules: There are none! Cheating, sabotage, and bribing of judges are encouraged. Of course, keep in mind that you should never hurt anyone or their property in any way, similarly please do not unwillingly include any peoples not involved in the Trica. That being said, creative sabotauge can be worth points, if you tell your judges what you did. You may bribe judges with creative and thoughtful gifts for points, and find loopholes in items or other activities to try and further your cause. This is a game though people, have fun and keep it light! Good Luck!
